An effective communication of threat should include:

text, graphics, and some measure of probability (numbers) 
The NWS should  investigate alternate ways of disseminating information, such as satellite radio, text messaging, e-mail alerts, or anything other than weather radio and weather wire.

The writing in a warning needs to become much more focused than it is now. The point needs to be made without as many words, including a clearer focus on the threat that will impact the people within the warned area.

Probabilistic warnings in some form needs to become a reality.
